What Is BizTalk Server?

ï An application integration platform (EAI) 

ï A Business Process Manager

Å BizTalk enables applications to pass messages to each other

Å BizTalk enables long running transactions for business processes

Å BizTalk Server connects diverse applications, then if needed, graphically allows 
you to define the logic that controls the business process
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Supported Schema Types

XML

Supports native XML message types

Defined in XML Schema definition language (XSD)

Flat File
Supports delimited or positional file formats

XML tags used to represent values

Tag information stored using the annotation 

capabilities of XSD

¸ Connect BizTalk to integration systems

¸ Provide a fast no-code integration solution

Adapter Type Description

Protocol 

Adapters

To bridge heterogeneous technologies and 
protocols
Examples: HTTP, FTP, SMTP, SOAP, 
POP3, and MSMQ 

Data Adapter
To connect to specific databases
Examples: SQL Server, Oracle, and DB2

Application 

adapter

To connect to packaged and proprietary 
applications
Examples: SharePoint, SAP, JDE, 
PeopleSoft, and Siebel

Features of the Windows SharePoint Services adapter 

Å Send BizTalk Server messages to SharePoint document libraries

Å Integration with InfoPath (XSD)

Å Property promotion : SharePoint columns can be updated based on message 
content and BizTalk Server properties.

Å Receive messages from any view of any document library (even archived)

Å Promotion of Windows SharePoint Services adapter properties in BizTalk 
Server.

Å Full support for dynamic ports

Å Performance counters

Å WSS Adapter can handle binary documents including Word/Excel docs

R2 only :

Å Sending messages to a Windows SharePoint Services 3.0 blog site.

Å Sending messages to and receiving message from a Windows SharePoint 
Services 3.0 Wiki site.
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What about MOSS 2007 ?

ÅBizTalk Server 2006 R2 Windows SharePoint Services Adapter can 
also connect to a web site that has been extended as a MOSS 
web application. 

ÅBizTalk Server 2006 R2 WSS adapter provides the same level of 
functionality that is available when connecting to a WSS 3.0 web 
site.

ÅWSS adapter Web service
ÅWSS receive adapter
ÅWSS send adapter

Biztalk WSS adapter components

Secure By Default :
BizTalk host instance must be made 
a Contributoron the SharePoint site 
in order to be able to send and 
receive messages from that site.
